• Monitors prisoners ensuring their safety and well-being at all times. 

• Inspects locks, retraining devices, storage facilities, alarms, and other safety devices in detention center. 

• Maintains an awareness of the number of prisoners in custody. 

• When requested, assists with the search of prisoners. 

• Maintains a variety of records such as prisoner record logs and reports, supplies needs of prisoners, prisoner’s 
belongings, and shift duties. 

• Performs a variety of cleaning duties in the cell area.  

• Prepares food and laundry orders. 

• Maintains a current understanding of RCMP policy and procedures.   

• Maintains current understanding of the Collective Agreement.  

• Monitors supplies to ensure supplies are available for use. 

• Escorts Contractors within the detachment and secure area of the building.
